ÅCan I work in groups?

Working with: 
People: 

ÅIf using people in any way, even a 
questionnaire, you must obtain a signed 
permission form. Under 18 it must  also be 
signed by an adult. Over 18, you still need the 
signed form. You need to use at least 25 test 
subjects. You need the forms BEFORE starting 
the experiment. Forms are found on 
parklandsciencefair.org. 

ÅNever use their names, call them subject A, B 

 



Working with: 

                                Animals: 

ÅInvertebrates,(Animals without backbones.) 

 You must use at least 10 

ÅVertebrates, (Animals with backbones.) 

          You must use at least 5 

(Lehigh Science and Engineering Fair will 
disqualify any project with an animal death) 

ÅYou may never intentionally kill an animal. 







What is not allowed? 
ÅStudents may not work with bacteria or 

fungus growth unless they are working in a 
supervised laboratory facility.(Middle school 
microbiology projects are not allowed at 
Lehigh Science and Engineering Fair.) 

ÅProjects where safety is a concern. 

ÅProjects which work with only one animal, 
such as a pet dog. 

ÅProjects using prescription medications.  

ÅNo blood or bodily fluids.
